the keynote speaker.

e The Government of Canada is currently consulting with Canadians across Canada on poverty reduction. This event is an
opportunity to better inform the development of the Canadian Poverty Reduction Strategy.

e Later this year, Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation will deliver a National Housing Strategy which will establish a
renewed partnership between Canada and the provinces and territories to better support shared housing priorities.
