As you know, the opioid overdose crisis is a serious public health crisis that continues to affect families and communities across Canada. Tragically,
the COVID-19 pandemic has compounded the ongoing overdose crisis, with many jurisdictions having reported record high rates of harms, including
deaths, throughout 2020 and into 2021.

In recognition of the communities and families that continue to grapple with the opioid overdose crisis, and increasing substance use amongst



Canadians during the COVID-19 pandemic, the Honourable Patty Hajdu, Minister of Health, announced the launch of the 2021 national call for
proposals (CFP) for Health Canada’s Substance Use and Addictions Program (SUAP). As part of the Budget 2021 investment of $116 million, Health
Canada, through this call for proposal, is continuing to build up successful community-based programs that can help prevent, treat, and/or reduce
the harms associated with opioids, stimulants, alcohol, prescription drugs, other substances that have a high risk of problematic use and addressing
unmanaged pain or trauma.

Projects that leverage the expertise of people with lived and living experience with substance use, and/or are able to reach priority populations in
Canada, such as young and middle-aged men; Indigenous peoples and communities; people experiencing chronic pain; youth; LGBTQ2 individuals;
and rural and remote communities, are particularly encouraged to apply for funding. Interested applicants are encouraged to submit project
proposals intended to serve these communities.
